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INTRODUCTION

This book stands at the crossroad of two eras, the future era already in-the-making, and a very ancient past in which our ancestors left sacred markings on Earth that were going to be respected by all religious currents passing with the ages.

It stands at the very point where two pyramids touch by their tips, and where the field lines fan out in both directions – the far past and the far future. For my subject matter is double and, at the same time, each part mirrors the other, in that it is a creative elaboration on the other one. They express two areas of research I have pursued relentlessly all my life, but as if it was a second canvass, immaterial, piercing through the interstices of the other, professional and mundane.

My first subject-matter deals with collective consciousness, but not in any abstract or solely intellectual way. Rather, I cover a very specific set of phenomena: energetic structures linked to consciousness. Let me explain.

I was able to observe, along the years, that when people were assembled for a common purpose, such as meditating or playing music, the group could sometimes achieve a very extraordinary state of collective harmony and deep sharing. The attunement was so deep, that it literally created a telepathic field, as if all minds had fusioned into one group-mind.

However fantastic could be such an experience to live and the doors it opened about consciousness, I don't think I would ever have talked about it other than in poetic language… if it were not for wholly unexplained physical anomalies. These collective states presented precise energy structures – such as circling torus of light or bipolar fields. Also, among my very first observations were large consciousness fields, permanent and stable, that existed in two sacred places – a church adjoining a monastery in Brittany, and the holy city of Nasik, in India. In these two occasions, all people within the field were in deep harmonic attunement within a collective mind. To my utter amazement, these two fields showed identical energetic features: a clear delimitation in space marked by a precise boundary on the ground, as well as a grid high up in the sky, forming like a dome above them. Progressively, I came to understand how these consciousness fields could be created within small groups, when we were a few people meditating or improvising music. Since they are, at the psychological level, based on a deep harmonization of minds, and since they trigger a telepathic exchange, I call them Telhar fields (Telepathic-harmonic fields).

Along the years and a great deal of traveling in which I explored the knowledge-paths of many cultures – not as the cultural anthropologist I was supposed to be, but as a Quester of the unknown – I added one observation to the other. Many occurrences just reinforced what I already knew, just adding acuity and expertise. But time to time, and up to this day, will appear an unknown energy-structure, linked to a novel state of consciousness, and that experience will pull a little more the veil covering this strange phenomenon.

My second subject has to do with a Sacred Network linking religious buildings between them, as well as sacred sites all over the world. Thus we are still talking about the energy aspect of consciousness, but this time in relation to the geomagnetic field of Earth. My experience in the matter was at first based on the perception of curved rays of energy springing from the tip of domes and steeples of churches and other sacred buildings. These rays look like arches of light connecting the sacred buildings between them.  I came to devise a yoga of harmonic resonance that enabled me to see the energy network above churches and sacred buildings, including ancient ruins and temples. I saw that the planetary Sacred Network was still very alive and flowing with energy in many sacred sites on Earth. At that early time, while I couldn't doubt the radiating arches of light forming precise local networks over churches and marveled that it was still active, I wouldn't have ever imagined it was thus about everywhere, apart from exceptions. My impression was that it had been created for a purpose and was using the geomagnetic field of Earth but I tended to believe I was seeing only remnants of what had been a global, all encompassing, network.

I explored in more depth several regions of France, because there the network is so dense that I was able to see and decipher the connections with surrounding buildings, and thus to fathom how it works. I got to the conclusion that not only the sacred network was vibrant with energy (in these regions) but that the connection between sacred constructions had a precise mapping, following the field lines of the geomagnetic field of Earth. I came to realize that if the arches of light springing from the most magnificent buildings were fanning out in precise directions, it was because they were situated on major crossings of cosmo-telluric lines. 

An observer looking down on a church from above, would see a mandala of rays radiating geometrically, like the spokes of a wheel – with 4, 6, or 8 lines crossing at that spot (that is, 8, 12, or 16 rays respectively). What I discovered was that the arches were leading to surrounding churches – serving as anchor points – and from there they bounced toward new anchor points. Only occasionally was one of the rays stopped short at a church, generally because its next anchor point had been destroyed.

In 1990, while studying a detailed regional map of Touraine and Center regions in France to buy a house, I saw that if I was drawing straight lines connecting at least three sacred buildings, they often were forming perfectly geometrical crossings of lines on prominent churches or abbeys. I had found an empirical signature of what I had seen and explored for many years! Even more stupendous, I found several megaliths situated exactly on these lines, thus showing that the megaliths' network was embedded within the Christian network! Yet the megaliths, erected from about 6000 BC to about 2000 BC, were even anterior to the druidic religion of the Celts (about 2000 BC until 52 BC in France, until the 5th century in Ireland and England). The Druids were using these megalithic sites as open air temples. Moreover, there are many cathedrals and churches being erected over a megalithic sacred site – the most striking example being Chartres cathedral. Where stands now the cathedral has been identified by some researchers such as Jean Markale as the grand sacred place (at the time a clearing in the middle of the forest) where was occurring the annual gathering of all the Druids of Gaul – just like the sacred site of Tara in Ireland was holding the gathering of Irish Druids every three years, and very certainly Stonehenge for Great Britain Druids.
 The catholic clergy in Chartres claimed the cathedral had been the site of an ancient Druidic cult to a Virgin with her newborn – prefiguring the cult of the Virgin Mary. Despite the fact this claim may have been a convenient way to reorient the Druidic devotees, one thing is sure, the druids were worshipping a Mother Goddess, and the site of the cathedral had been a druidic cult place. Thus, documents from a notary family of the town state that Chartres cathedral has, underground, an arch of twelve megaliths carved with runes forming an astronomical temple. If this is certified, then it would certainly be the rallying point for the great annual gathering of the Carnutes Druids, reported by Cesar.
 

In other places, ruins of Gallo-Roman or Egyptian temples exist under Christian edifices. Thus Notre-Dame de Paris cathedral is erected above the ancient foundations of a temple to the Goddess Diana, and the broken Nautes Pillar (Pilier des Nautes) was found there, presenting carvings of both Gaul and Roman gods and goddesses.
 Similarly, Saint-Sulpice church stands above a temple to Isis.
 Just as the remnants of previous cathedrals recurrently destroyed by huge fire, these older edifices were by tradition carefully preserved within the new construction.

It dawned on me that the megaliths people had understood the very special power of these crossings of field lines, and how they trigger a heightened state of consciousness. Furthermore, as these lines are naturally oscillating, an added benefit to erecting a standing stone at their crossings was to fixate them – and this is why temples were erected on the same spots over the ages. Obviously, the megaliths people not only had the gift of seeing these field lines, but they had a whole body of knowledge about how their flows and crossings influenced human consciousness – a science equivalent to the Chinese geomancy or Feng-Shui. The effect, indeed, was a shift to a heightened, more spiritual, state of consciousness, allowing for a greater knowledge. This acceleration and increase in spiritual energy has also a beneficial effect on health, as is evidenced by the fact Chartres cathedral, which existed as a smaller building as early as the 4th century AD, was in ancient times used like a healing temple. 

At the time of the Carolingian cathedral and then of the Roman-style one (from the mid 9th century AD to 1194 AD), the Saints-Forts well (a much more ancient pilgrimage place) was standing outside, and the place was crowded by ailing patients praying and living there until they were cured by the miraculous statue of Notre-Dame-de-sous-Terre and the curative water of the well.

While working on the sacred network in France, especially in Paris, I was going from one surprise to the next. I was unveiling a geo-architectural planning respectful of these energetic laws and spanning (at the very least) over the two millennia of the Gallo-Roman and Christian eras. The building of Gothic churches on top of Roman-style churches, above Gallo-Roman temples, themselves on top of Druidic cult places, set at the very spot where megaliths had been erected – all this had kept charging sacred sites resonant with the Earth, with more and more spiritual energy. In the viewpoint of Semantic Fields Theory
, it had continuously expanded and empowered the same semantic field (consciousness field), by concentrating spiritual energy on places naturally beneficial to soul and body.
 With the elevation and refining of the gothic style, the magnificent spiritual ships that were the gothic cathedrals – with their so-well named nave – would take the spirits of people assembled there to an even higher state of consciousness. 

Thus, each sacred network had been precisely and respectfully embedded within all previous networks, weaving an architectural Great Work, an Opus Major, dedicated to the elevation of consciousness – not only in space, but also in time. The sacred nave of initiates – a symbolic representation found in many religions – was superbly crossing Time toward its luminous Omega Point. 

In Paris, the exquisite geo-architecture of the sacred network creates a constant bouncing of meaning between geometry, names, symbolic forms, and nature's beauty (such as the Seine, the seven hills). Unveiling these marvels, patiently working on maps, historical data, diving in the collective masterpiece that's being co-created on the internet – was a similar experience, I imagine, to that of an archeologist patiently and lovingly bringing to light an age-old temple out of the subterranean realm.

At first, I drew the most obvious geometrical structures following the global design of the city and its major axis. Several churches happened to be included in this design – a sure sign, since most of these axes were created under Napoleon the First and Napoleon the Third, that they had been conceived to respect a prior network. Then I decided to draw only the network linking religious buildings – churches, cloisters, and abbeys – given most of them were anterior to the revolution and the first Empire. I was nonplussed to discover that the main lines and geometrical structures were crossing through some major centers (or nodes) of the city's network. I was also dumbfounded to find that one prominent node of the churches' network was… the Obelisk – certainly extremely holy and sacred, however in the antique Egyptian civilization, where it was one of the two columns in front of Karnak's temple. The Obelisk is precisely situated on the breathtaking alignment going through Le Louvre, Arc de Triomphe of Carrousel, Concorde plaza, Champs Elysées, Arc de Triomphe of L'Etoile, and Grande Arche at La Défense. Before the Obelisk was erected under Napoleon the 3rd in the middle of Concorde plaza, there had been, in what was at the time a large Louis XV plaza, the latter King's statue sitting at its center and already marking the two perpendicular axes that meet at Concorde. The first one is a North-South axis linking Rue Royale and La Madeleine to Palais Bourbon (Assemblée Nationale) the other side of the Seine river. The second is an East-West axis starting at Arc du Carrousel (facing Le Louvre) and running through the plaza's center. From there, the ancient axis was following the royal way (the future Champs-Elysées) traced in 1667 by Le Nôtre (the architect of Versailles gardens) through what was then a forest leading to a crossing at the top of Chaillot Hill (the future l'Etoile). The crossing already had five of its actual six avenues. At an even earlier time, this same plaza is where Catherine of Medici had built the Tuileries Palace, of which the Tuileries Garden is the only remnant. 

There are many links to Egypt in the architecture and symbolism of Paris, beyond the Obelisk. Jean Phaure, a specialist of the sacred architecture of Paris, sees in the name Paris, linked to the old Gaul people called the parisii, a reference to Isis. The ancient blazon of Paris – given to the city by Napoleon the 1st in 1811 – features a sail boat with Isis seating in majesty at its prow.
 Furthermore, according to Philip Thomas, the grand East-West axis of Paris – which runs by Karnak Obelisk
 and Le Louvre's glass pyramids – when extended as a circle route surrounding the planet, goes through Mount Sinai. Another circle route, crossing the first one at La Défense, (with a four degree angle) then running mostly South of the Seine, goes through Knossos in Crete, the Sphinx in Giza, Egypt, and Mecca, among other sacred sites.

My work on cosmo-telluric lines within Paris led me to several discoveries: whole ensembles of buildings were fitting into vast structures based on sacred geometry. I thus found a large golden rectangle – the center of which is the Obelisk – that extends from l'Etoile to Châtelet plaza. This golden rectangle is surrounded by a hexagon having the same center and marked by important churches and avenues.

An exceptional geometrical and symbolic design is St John the Baptist's structure. A large triangle is formed by three of the five churches dedicated to Saint John the Baptist. The inner node of this triangle is… the Obelisk again. Both the Western church and the triangle center are on Paris' main East-West axis, while the Eastern side of the triangle goes through Saint-Sulpice church (an ancient Isis temple), then in front of Carreau du Temple which was part of the large property where the knights Templars had their medieval castle in Paris. Another line in this structure, when prolonged, runs into a major church – St Denis. The symbolical richness of the whole structure, with its reference to Egypt and Isis (the Obelisk, St Sulpice church), the knights Templars, whose patron was St Denis, and the Prieury of Zion (St Sulpice church) is astounding, in regard to the emergent information suggesting that St John the Baptist, highly revered by both the Templars and the Prieury, would have been an adept of a Gnostic cult that originated in Egypt.

Another magnificent masterpiece is the embedding of La Madeleine church within a lily flower – or more precisely within the specific geometrical shape used to represent the central petal of the Lily of France on blazons. Thus La Madeleine stands inside the sacred middle space of a golden rectangle, inside the mandorle (double ogival arc) drawn within this space, and as if springing from another set of arcs.

Both these subjects, collective consciousness fields and the Sacred Network, highlight a central fact about consciousness: that it is an energy in action. And as we'll see, this energy cannot be reduced to electro-magnetic energies of the geomagnetic field, even if they are somehow interlaced with them. The idea that consciousness is an energy (in a physical sense) dawned on me gradually when I was repeatedly confronted to experiences that were simply impossible to explain otherwise, while they made perfect sense if we viewed them as implying an energy field. These experiences were not solely the collective consciousness fields we are going to explore in depth, but also energetic structures while in high meditation states. What was surprising was that in several instances, the energetic structures linked to high states of consciousness (and thus individual) showed very similar forms and dynamics to the ones found in collective fields. And thus I became convinced that the energy of consciousness is one and the same, whether at work at the individual level or at the collective level. It is active and operative, and it is linked to thinking, meaning, feeling, and states of consciousness. I'll propose to view it as a new type of energy being both consciousness and energy, showing radically different properties than electro-magnetic fields as well as quantum fields. It is expressed in Telhar Fields and in personal fields.

The psychoanalysts have understood that dynamics were central in the psyche: the concept of a psychic energy is predominant in the works of both Freud and Jung. For Freud, this energy derives from subconscious drives, while for Jung it is primarily linked to the Self (the soul) and the collective unconscious. For Jung, all archetypal experiences have a potent psychic energy – visions, synchronicities, spiritual experiences, and dreams.
 When individuals pursue a process of spiritual transformation, they will finally merge their ego consciousness with their Self (or soul). This is in accord with the traditional way to look at spiritual development and initiation, both in the West and in the East.

All Eastern religions have a precise knowledge of consciousness-as-energy – called kundalini energy in India, Chi in China, Ki in Japan. All have ancient treatises describing the energy-body of humans that comprises the psychic centers (chakras). For them, spiritual evolution, which passes by the awakening of kundalini, is both highly spiritual and energetic. The initiation process is the rising of the psychic energy through the vertebral column (or kundalini channel), from chakra to chakra, until the final opening of the One-thousand-petals Lotus at the top of the head. These informations are so much part of the culture that no Easterner would be astonished by reports on spontaneous visions of spiritual light seen during meditation or around sacred objects and temples. However, I have never encountered any mention and even less so a description of a specific energy-field created in groups of people, or on the environment – even if, as we will see, Hindus have been able, since ancient times, to create such fields in sacred towns.

I call the energy of consciousness semantic energy, that is, an energy linked to the creation of meaning, meaningful and operative in itself.
 This energy is in fact present in all acts of consciousness, not because consciousness has an energy, but because consciousness is a meaningful energy. And in that sense, consciousness is organizing and ordering – it's anything but random and indeterministic.

I was able to see the energetic aspects of fields of consciousness repeatedly and across many different states (normal or heightened), and that meant these structures were extremely stable. They were neither illusion, nor hallucination, nor self-suggestion. I was really seeing the very energy of consciousness Eastern religions talk about. This is why I first saw it during a potent meditation.

At the present, I consider I have enough materials on collective fields and the sacred network not only to present them but to make sense of them. In all that will follow, we will encounter the energy of consciousness acting with purpose and intelligence – and this is as far as can be from a random behavior of particles or waves. My focus will be to show how operative is consciousness-as-energy, especially through the most striking (and least known) phenomena – the fields of collective consciousness and their dynamics. So we will make a tour of some possibilities in this domain. I added also individual energy-fields, since their energy-structures, sometimes strikingly similar, brings more light on the workings of semantic energy. However, I'm not including well-known phenomena (Kundalini experiences, visions, or psi) unless they present a rare energetic feature linked to our subject – ample information on them being available in many ancient and modern trustworthy sources. Ah! Also, I have to warn you that some of these experiences are really weird – although I imagine you're already expecting that. But in case you encounter something you find really too weird, I remind you that the best, easiest way to get rid of the information is to persuade yourself it's not real. :-) But for you the "questers", just do what I did: memorize it in details – and "Wait and See".

A psychoanalyst may gather clinical data on a novel domain he/she is the only one yet to observe. This is of course what befell to all precursors, such as Freud or Jung. When this happens, the only route is to devise an ad hoc framework to understand globally the processes at work, based on the empirical observations thus gathered – a phenomenology. And so this is the route I've chosen – save one small difference. While psychoanalysts work on materials derived from their interactions with their patients, my materials are derived from my own experiences. But we know well that objectivity is a delusion – not only in human sciences, but in hard sciences as well, as Werner Heisenberg and other physicists have shown: the only reality we may observe has already been modified by our act of observation.

I've made a point to go in some detail while relating these experiences, and to include whatever was necessary to understand the general context. The fact I keep discovering new facets of these experiences, even now, shows that I've not extracted all possible information about them. It's my feeling that questers willing to recreate or pursue the experience can make much more intuitively out of particular cases, that through lengthy analysis. And in the same way, researchers interested in studying these phenomena will need access to the raw data, since there are so few of them available.

What is baffling, in these times where novel capacities keep emerging and we are exploring a new dimension of consciousness, is that we are not perfectly aware of all that we are creating, and the influence it has on our human environment. We will thus see some examples that do not lack humor (from an outsider standpoint, of course). However, if we want to learn something about the energy of consciousness, experimenting is the only way to go – especially since we have no elders in some of these very novel capacities surging at the moment. This is why I don't feel any shame at recounting events that were due to my lack of expertise or were downright blunders, because all of these experiences were my torch-lights in exploring the unknown.

Establishing a direct connection with my Self was of course the way to learn more about oneself and this extraordinary higher consciousness – the eagle, the solar angel – that is existing in its own dimension (semantic dimension, cosmic consciousness, Dreamtime) and yet infuses our personality until we learn, and this is the core of all initiations, to blend with it and live on two levels at once. 

However fascinating is the decoding of the sacred network and unveiling the history of the sacred written in stone, how much more exciting is it to decipher – beyond accelerating the awakening of individuals – what it was pointing to for the future!

In this time of sparkling emergence and of boundless opportunities for all questers, to know how to connect to the semantic dimension, and function within it, could mean more than a thrilling personal leap and opening an endless path of experience and discovery. It could well be the key to our future – both to insure us that such a future will indeed exist, and of its quality.

We are now living in a time of great tensions for the humans as well as for the planet. We have to deal with the imbalance of many ecological systems and the possibility that some of them reach a threshold beyond which a collapse is triggered. And as all complex systems are interconnected, the collapse of a crucial system may have unforeseeable consequences on all coupled systems. With the sharp increase in environmental catastrophes, many think we are witnessing the precursor signs of the End Time and expect Armageddon to happen. And it's true that the pace of ecological change is so rapid, while in contrast our political decisions and real actions are so timid, that our chances to reverse or just decrease the processes are meager at best.

However, there is a force that is never taken into account in the equations, and which nevertheless has the power, if not to reverse the process, at least to curb its worst consequences – and this force is collective consciousness.

While it's evident we are nearing the end of a time, there are as many signs showing that a new cycle is in the making at a deep underlying level, which will greatly surprise us when it will come to the forefront.

We know that positive suggestion and visualization can trigger a healing process and prod the body to reorganize itself toward a healthy state. In the same way, we have to view our planet just as an intelligent organism. When our collective consciousness, Gaia's mind, starts sending new signals – positive visualizations of harmony and cooperation – this will prod the biosphere to regain some balance. Of course, a leap in collective consciousness will bring us such awareness of our environment that efficient actions will be taken to save our home planet. But even that would not be enough to assure our future. Our Great Work, as we connect to the planetary Telhar field, is to conceive and envision a workable future for Earth.

Chances are collective consciousness will be the novel leap in evolution on Earth – both opening new reaches of the mind and offering us the means to heal Earth. That this leap is actually in process, it suffices to observe the emergences in terms of collective responsibility, ecological focus, heightened consciousness and psi abilities, to become convinced. This new cycle just starting will be under the sign of collective harmonious spirituality, amongst responsible individuals connected to their own Self.

However, there's no guarantee that we'll succeed in completing this leap to another state of our collective Being – for obstacles of great magnitudes stand in our way, apart from the biosphere. Strangely, one of these is the nightmarish vision of the Apocalypse-Armageddon described in John's Book of revelation. If we take the perspective of Semantic Fields Theory
, then the Apocalypse is a negative attractor in our collective psyche: it constellates our worst fears, defeatism, and self-culpability, and amplifies all warlike and lethal tensions. While endorsing this frenzied ensemble of broken pieces, any person or group may project whatever they want. And indeed Carl Jung's in-depth analysis reached the same conclusions… about its author.
 However, the nightmarish vision of Armageddon has become a collective constellation, and therefore, Jung's conclusions have to be applied at the collective level. We are constantly projecting an atrocious vision of a no-future – and, since consciousness is energy, it is an energy that is being projected, capable of weaving events and of bending probabilities toward this outcome. Moreover, to this lethal attractor are attached not only all similar prophecies, but also the no less nightmarish forecasts of science about the disruption of ecological systems, reinforced by daily news.

Strangely, and to help tip the scale the other way, there are also glorious or at least non-terminal prophecies (since prophecies can only describe major transformations). 

Theosophist Alice Bailey predicted that Earth was going to become a "sacred planet" when all people will be harmonized in their spirit.
 A persistent, veiled, prediction of several secret societies says that the planetary hierarchy (conceived as one and the same at its top) will one day take the reins of politics all over the world – a comforting statement in the sense there will still be a planet to govern! Yet, let's hope it's not "1984" power X, but the Ur federation.
 Let's also mention a heartening Sufi prediction, which talks about a future time where will reign the "hidden Imam" – that is, the Imam hidden inside each person; that means each individual will be directly connected to her/his divine source, the Self. 

As for Hindu spiritual astronomy, which plays with cycles (or Yugas) of 25 thousands years or more, the last cycle we went through was the Kali Yuga, a period of deep unrest and destruction. However, this cycle is the shortest of all and next comes a novel golden age.

As for the Mayas predictions, we are in the cycle of the 5th Sun, started in 3114 BC (date at which their calendar was begun), that will end in 2012, the 21st of December. Will Hart remarks in his e-article 2012: End of the 5th Sun
, that the Maya calendar was tied to Venus transit, generally accompanied by a deep change in solar spots activity. Venus transit has marked such events as, for the 1518-1526 transit, the landing of Cortez in Yucatan, while the 1761-1769 transit saw the American Revolution. According to Hall, the two transits of 2004 and 2012 (on June 6) usher the arrival of the new cycle, the 6th Sun. On that date in 2012, an even greater cycle will be completed – the Great Zodiac precession cycle of 26,000 years. A period of seismic and disruption is to be expected, but this is just an "end cycle" (not an "end time") before the new cycle starts.

Collective consciousness may thus prove to be a powerful anti- or post-Armageddon goal that our civilization can contemplate. There are eminent forerunners to this idea, gifted with vision. Let's cite the 16th century physician and alchemist Theophrastus Paracelsus, who thought that all the physical universe as well as all living beings were part of a greater whole which was a unitary and evolutionary consciousness – equated to God in essence. This vision resembles the age-old concept of cosmic consciousness of Hindu religion and the Tao of Buddhists. However, the thinker who best developed this idea was the philosopher and Anthropologist Teilhard de Chardin, who proposed that the next stage of humanity was to make a leap in terms of consciousness. For Teilhard, we were going to become at the same time more refined in our individuality, and more intertwined in our spirits, so that we would further advance toward Omega Point – the ultimate never-reached goal of the development of the noosphere (the dimension of all consciousnesses in the living). 

Most of these predictions refer explicitly to an era of spiritual harmonization, in which all individuals have a direct access to the spirit dimension and collective (cosmic) consciousness.

If we want humanity to have a future, we have to start building a positive attractor that constellates our dreams and visions of a humanity harmonized with its planet. Only such a powerful spiritual attractor may counterbalance and defeat the apocalyptic attractor. 

The future of humanity is in our hands – each one of us humans. And collective consciousness plus a vision could well be the only force able to take us – beyond unfolding catastrophes – toward a luminous future.
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
